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Do you not just love the time with Graham? It’s definitely the greatest perk of my job these days to have the extended time in conversation that we have. We’ve had a lot of fun in the last few weeks just talking about what we wanted to do. What we ended up sharing, I would say, was probably 20% of the things that we had conversations of. So one of the things that did come up as we looked through the questions that had been sent in was a number of them on expectation, and ____Warrior Class and expectation and what would that look like. 

He and I have had a pretty standing agreement and lens in putting the Q&A’s together for several years in that anything that had to do with the theme of the conference we would put off because so much of it is going to be answered in the conference, so we wanted to make the most of this time. But he turned to me, actually a couple days ago, and said, “Well, you know, Al, you’re not going to teach on expectation. So what would YOU see is the connection between prophetic intercession and expectation?”

So in all of this, in this whole sort of two hour block of time, the dialogue that we opened up actually lead to an upgrade from the Q&A. The upgrade is that actually a lot of your questions are in here—YOU get to find them—what were the questions and what were the answers—once it’s put through that lens it was so cool!


So in a way Graham will still be with you in that this is really a culmination of our conversations that we’ve had at Expectation. One of the things that we’ve discovered in this past year that I love is that really our passion is about the message. Long ago, years ago, I learned to find my own voice with what we were learning. When I first started going out and speaking people would actually say, “Wow, that was really good. I’ve never heard Graham teach that before.” That’s because Graham doesn’t teach it, I do!


And that’s who we’re all supposed to be. You’re all supposed to find your own sound, your own stories with God. The very foundation stone of TWC was that we would be the one actually telling the stories, not telling about them second-hand from someone else, that we had our own story and journey with God, and what was that. I always knew that it would create a harmony, and in the early days I would say that it’s as if Graham is a melody line and I’m a harmony one. But after a while I knew there was something that wasn’t quite right about that and I was actually with Faith and her husband, David, in Colorado when I was back there doing some stuff and talking with David who has this incredible background in music, and he said, “Well, you know, there are pieces of music that were written (I think they are Bach) where every line in it is a melody line and you put them all together and they go beautifully together, but they’re each their own melody,” and I thought, “That’s it!” Because a harmony on its own doesn’t make a lot of sense. I think God sings harmony to us on days. The Holy Spirit sings harmony to us on days. In fact, “I don’t understand what You’re saying!” but when He puts it with the truth of a melody, all of sudden you have a more full sound. Well, sometimes I think God prompted that line of thinking for those months. God sings us harmony sometimes not only melody, and we think, “What is this about?” Yet harmony, from my own background in music, is some of the most difficult to sing, and one of the best ways to learn how to sing harmony is to learn to sing harmony lines without melody until the harmony makes sense inside of you, and then it doesn’t matter what’s happening with the melody. If you try to sing harmony off of a melody, it’s a very different process. 

That is so like the Holy Spirit. When He sings harmony to you and you’re going, “Yeah, but I don’t get it!” Well, God won’t always sing melody. 


Graham has not always sung the melody to me, in a sense. When he would sing harmony, I would not understand what he was doing, and then what he did was make space for the Holy Spirit to sing the melody. 


I love that thought. I think it’s actually a great definition of the many descriptions of actually the mentoring process. You often sing harmony to people because you’ve got to leave the Holy Spirit enough to sing the melody. 


Graham said, actually he kind of did, but I thought I’d say it out right here that he will not be anybody’s Holy Spirit. He knows that process. So I would highly recommend taking his words apart and thinking about them. All these Q&A’s over the years are on the Warrior Class website because they’re so rich, and what can sound like a conversation is actually something more. 


People would say, “Oh, you must have an outstanding number of prophetic words from Graham!” I have no official prophetic word from Graham. Not one. And I have a notebook full of prophetic words from Graham in our conversation. If you’ve read Joyful Intentionality, there is this whole chapter on, “But I don’t have a prophetic word!” because I heard that all the time. Well, neither did I for a long period of time.


Prophetic conversations--I love this idea there is a multi-level dynamic, which is, I believe, thinking of where we’re going, is that multi-layered--Q&A is rather one-dimensional—but if you think of this session, both of these, as a Q&A, it’s a different lens. But learning by the questions, Graham is a genius at answering the question you should have asked, not the one you didn’t.

I did not know, actually, this helped everything, all my notes and my process, I now have a box. You know it says I have a file on my friends? I have a box! Now I know a little bit more of what’s in it.


So what I wanted to talk with you about today is, again, like we just did, it really is a Q&A to the questions that we got from a lot of you on expectation some of the other questions that were there and some of the questions that Graham and I had been asking each other over time. 

I always really value one of our foundations of Warrior Class is you thinking for yourself. So I’m going to have you write at the top—I like doing this when I do sessions—and that is I’m going to ask you a question and I want you to answer it for yourself. I like questions of exploration, which means I often put them at the beginning, not at the end. Questions at the end are questions of comprehension. Thank God this is no longer a standard educational school!


The question is fairly simple: What is the purpose of Warrior Class? Why does Warrior Class exist? 


So take a few minutes—you don’t have to show it to anyone—there will be no public sharing—just for yourself. Oh, and there’s that part—Don’t write down the first thing you just thought of because that’s probably not the answer!


Why does Warrior Class exist?


One statement, not a paragraph. One statement. You have thirty more seconds. 


Now stop where you are. Write that purpose in four words. You don’t have to use sentence structure. Write four key words from what you’re thinking.


Now write one.

Now put your pens down. Put your phones on, but put your pens down.

Put your notebooks away. 


Some of you are going through withdrawals right now!


One of the reasons that Graham and I did the conversation thing is a lot of times when we do the conversation, people don’t see teaching and so they forget to take notes, which is cool.


The way we have always created an atmosphere of learning in our culture of Warrior Class is that it’s caught as much as it is taught. So now it’s just time to catch because we’re all going higher, which is just huge! I remember we weren’t! It is hugely enjoyable.


So I have been actually thinking about this question—well, the Holy Spirit asked it probably about four months ago—and so I have just been in this place of thinking about this with Him, and here’s the thing: In questions of exploration, there is never one right answer. See, that’s the thing—there is something true in everything that all of you wrote because you’re hearing this experience. This is not a question with one right answer because a lot of it is going to be what is true for you. Warrior Class is a very personal, unique experience. It’s going to be completely different for every single person. You learn this really quickly when you’re teaching because you will teach and ten people will line up to say ‘thank you’ and tell you what they got out of it and it will be ten totally different things! It better be, because that means the Holy Spirit was interacting with them, and that’s who we are interacting with most of all.


So I am going to compact a little bit what my answer to that has been, but I’m not giving you “THE” answer. Do you understand? So what I’m going to do is really encourage you to continue to unpack what you just wrote. The reason I don’t give people a long time is because I don’t want you to complete it here, I am only opening the door for you to go exploring further. 


So when I reduce everything and, actually, that’s how I refine truth, which is a great tool to have—the one word for me on why does the Warrior Class exist was “smile.” In everything at the end of the day, I want to look and see Jesus smile. It’s become a simple assessment in my life. 

I love that we have evidences of transformation and all the different tools and the training that we have, but I realize that all throughout the journey the one thing that I kept looking for above all else was His smile. 


Graham and I were having breakfast this morning and kind of chatting and originally it was for the purpose to talk about what we might kind of say because we’ve been having this conversation for several weeks, and at some point we just started enjoying the conversation and forgot that it was actually because we were coming here today, and then we just had breakfast and we ended up talking about none of the things that were one thing that he mentioned! It’s like we just looked at each other and, “Did you want to talk about that?” and he’s like, “No, let’s just go…” and I love that. I love that kind of story.


John and Melissa Helser were downstairs and they’re dear friends, and they were just talking about their son and something that he did and his encounter with his first experience of really feeling the Lord’s smile for risks that he took. I love one song that said “in all of your learning came wisdom.” Wisdom is relational. Wisdom is relational and there is a smile of God that is the ultimate assessment of everything we’re doing personally, corporately—are we a company together—because we have an individual persona and we have a corporate persona. I learned this in school with my kids. There were classes that I loved a lot of the individual kids, but there were classes that I loved because of the class—I loved who they were together. It had their own personality. It’s just the smile. 


I love that when I listen to Graham teach. Sometimes I can just feel Jesus smiling. 


There are times when he and I would go out for coffee and would sit and we’d start talking about Jesus and we would both just stop, we’re both getting kind of emotional, and then he’ll smile, I’ll smile, and we’ll both just lose it because we realize God is smiling! 

I think that as much as I always wanted to figure stuff out and pull from Graham—somehow we just left that realm and one of my favorite things is sometimes we’ll just be in that space together and not say a word for like fifteen minutes, then I laugh. I’ve become much more like an introvert in that way, and then in our meetings he does 80% of the talking, which no one believes, but is absolutely true, and we kind of try each other’s personas, and we’re both becoming ambiverts!


But I feel like I’ve gained more in those times where we’ve just sat and we just can’t talk because of the goodness of what we’re seeing and who God is. We smile at each other and we feel His smile. There’s a couple of times when it’s like, “Okay, see you back at the office,” and it’s understood—we just want to go away now and we just start writing. Then sometimes we’ll come back and talk about what we wrote, and we’re actually gaining more than had we been pulling apart the nuts and bolts.


Last summer when I realized the transition we were in, it wasn’t until about July that I knew that it was my transition, too. Graham and I were having a discussion in his office and he asked me a question about today, which I totally can’t remember what it was, but I remember that I looked inside of myself and Jesus had been standing in the territory of the Warrior Class for so long that I was just used to Him being there, and I looked and He wasn’t there anymore. And I looked up and Graham was smiling! It’s like you dog, you dog, you dog—you knew! And he’s like, “No, just a question…”


I realized I went looking for the smile. It wasn’t that He wasn’t smiling at me anymore, not at all. He had just moved, so I wanted to move to where He was to be looking at that smile. It’s so powerful in its simplicity, and I really want to say for the times where you’re in this deal and you feel uncertain, and it feels unclear, and you feel like you’re not doing enough, or you feel like you’re doing too much, there is too much going on, too much to absorb, bring it back to the simplicity of, “Is He smiling?”


So many of our conversations have been around the power of agape. There were times where I did not understand what Graham was doing and where it just felt like he was asleep in the boat. It was actually that way. He actually loved me too much to put me anyplace else but in the hands of Jesus, and we’re always safe there.


We talk about how we want to create safe places for people, and I think Warrior Class is one of the safest places for people to learn to make mistakes. If you ever feel like a failure, just open Prophetic Wisdom to the third module and read the first part that talks about God loving a failure. I have read it—that entire book is dog-eared and tear stained because I’ve read it so many times, and this is a safe place to learn. 


The greatest thinking of all is just being in the place of His smile. There in that place it’s all good. 


I think sometimes we talk about wanting to listen, as a prophetic people and as prophetic intercessors, we’re listening, but I think we need to look first. Look, then listen. Look until you know in your internal atmosphere you are coming from a place of His smile. You’re not going to see it or sense it if there is anxiety or concern or the uncertainty, the self-doubt. 


This is the place that we’re coming into, guys. At some point as Warriors—Graham and I had this discussion for a couple of years, and we had really different perspectives, which we actually have frequently—sometimes our discussions, I don’t know that people would call them but they sound like that and we can get very intense with each other because we’re like two dogs on a rag and we love that because we pull on each other. One of the greatest compliments I ever got in my entire life was from Theresa when we were meeting downstairs and she was upstairs and we had really gone at it over something—sometimes we stop and we go, “Are we okay?!” It’s like, “Yeah!” I walked upstairs and she goes, “You know what? Only the men talk to him like that!” But we do, we love pulling on the truth on different ends.


Graham would say, “No, Al, coming into the Warrior Class we’re looking for people who are already warriors,” and I said, “Uh-uh, no we’re not. We’re looking for people in whom we have seen the potential of warriors, the potential of champions.”


We are, and are becoming….that language will save us something else! It gives you permission to fully encounter your identity and who you are becoming. But we don’t want to rest at one level when we’re coming up to the next one. At that level there is a place, guys, where you stop being uncertain, where you stop wondering if you’re the only one going through it, where you stop wondering what people are going to say or if you’ve said too much.


I just want to say, this is a little busy, I have a solid part of me that that is fine, but there is a place, guys, where it stops. And I know for me—I’ll just speak for myself—it had just become so culturally acceptable because it’s like, “Well, you know…” I remember the day I stopped qualifying my statements with Graham.


We talked about that. We thought that might be one of the things that we just stopped sharing. He goes, “Al, you never have to qualify. I know that you understand ‘I am and am becoming.’ I know that you know that there still is a process. You never have to put that explanation around it again.”


He was so direct. You know what? That day I stopped doing it. I stopped. Now, if you’re modeling for someone that you are and are becoming, then you put it in your language and you’re building a bridge for them. So there are times for that, too. 


Or you will get into the next place where you are uncertain, and all your insecurities are screaming and you don’t know what is going on, and one of the keys that you’ll feel that line come rising again, one of the greatest places of overcoming is when you are in that new and uncertain place and you acknowledge it but it’s not what gets seen, “Okay, yeah, I see that this is here. But here is what is true…” Truth. This may be true and how I feel, but this is the truth…


I’m really speaking multi-dimensionally here. There are some folks who are just understanding that that place is even a possibility. And there are some of you who are in the process of that. But Graham and I always talk that part of our job is to put a marker that says, “Come up higher,” and that that place is available. Some of you have been wondering because it does feel awkward, but I just want to say, “Go there!” And some of you have. Let me qualify my statement (laughing)! 


No, I’m not saying that you aren’t, but you have permission to be in that place because you know what it comes with? It comes with this open-heartedness because you just so love the learning. It’s a given, no matter what it is. You’re going to love it. You’re going to embrace it. You’re going to go for it. And I say that because you know what? That place is one of the things that makes Jesus smile. It makes Him smile because it means that we’re confident in Him--we are pointing to the confidence we have in our relationship with Him.


Okay, so I’m actually going to stop because that is actually right here, in the room, so just wherever you are in that process, you want to come up to that next level of confidence, just go ahead and stand up. 


Have a seat.


Sometimes it’s that simple, guys. Again, we’re packing, shedding all that... just keep that on board because you guys are so ready for it. 


So we worship, and then I think we’re learning the dimension of looking. Your destiny and direction—it’s always relational. Why did the disciples follow Jesus? He did not explain the job! What did He say? He said, “Follow me and I will make you…” actually He does worse. He says a statement that makes no sense-- “And I’ll make you fishers of men.” So why did they go? Why did they go?! There was something in His eyes, and frankly, I think He smiled.


But it’s so beautiful because—you know how I’ve always wondered—and I wouldn’t teach this as fact--I have just always wondered, did He say to someone else “follow me” and they didn’t and we just don’t have a record of it? What if He asked 50 guys to be His disciples? What if there could have been 50 but there were only 12 that followed Him? Just wondered. We’re going to follow the look that we see in His eyes, and is He happy? 


The foundation of our culture from the first conversation that Graham and I had after we decided to go for this was the question, “What is possible?” If you watch the video, the first in the series that he did, that’s the question he is unpacking. But it is still the question I think that is central. That will be the question we’re always unpacking, “What is possible?”


Here’s my key statement: As prophetic intercessors, what’s possible with a core of prophetic intercessors who live in expectation and anticipation of the question, “What is possible?” 


Now Graham is going to talk this weekend about the difference between expectation and anticipation, because you’re going to pack that part, too. As I was thinking about this, I think what makes us a prophetic people is that we live in expectation. Expectation is future. Expectation is about what’s out here and what’s up here, not just out in a linear fashion but, really, more up here. 


The thing we know at Brilliant, the thing that I know with Graham is that he, and we, are all going to this higher level of much more of an apostolic view and manifestation of who we are in the world. One of the reasons this is the last—for this season—Brilliant event that we’re doing in this sense is because we’re really targeting working with smaller groups and corporations and businesses and influencers. And, yeah, part of it is the reality of what his body can handle, but taking all that we can learn—you know, you guys have been the forerunners. We have been the forerunners of what is now manifesting in the Brilliant community. What we learned about learning in the Kingdom together is now what we’re taking and expressing to a whosoever in Brilliant. We have stood in that gap. Most of you have heard me say I believe that intercession is not just prayer because the classic verse that I looked for a man to stand in the gap, not ‘I looked for a man to pray.’ Our lives are an act of intercession. So we, as a company of prophetic intercessors, have been out on the forefront learning about how we learn, learning about how we develop, learning the harmony of overt development with covert relationship and always making sure the relational piece is there. 


Our culture is absolutely steeped in TWC with so many things, but the three in this conversation with the Lord that have so risen up are trust, freedom, and faith. That’s the thing that infuses everything. 


One of the strands that Graham and I followed in the conversations that we’ve had is this was really a good prompt for us to just go back and look at the stages of our journey and what have we learned along the way. He was talking about the conversations with the Godhead will filter down, and I’m sure that all the stuff we didn’t talk about from our conversations will have impact, but how much we trusted God individually in different places in our development, and how much we’ve had to trust Him in each other. 


Trust gives way to freedom. When we trust, there is freedom. So we’ve always let you guys loose to work it out on your own, which is a very nutsy process. Freedom is very messy! But it’s vital. Had Graham not given me the freedom that he did, I would not have put on the muscle I needed for this place. So many times where I thought he was really just being difficult, I would come to find out later on that what he was being was kind because he understood that I would be crushed by the warfare in the next place.

I think that I have the value early on of just being kind of in the background, just sort of being around and watching people who chose not to go on, and sometimes people are just having some seasons, but he wasn’t present as they thought he should be, and then that really tweaked with them. I’ll tell you what—it really tweaked with me. 


And he was so great. He goes, “Al, you have permission to say whatever you want.”


And I said, “Okay…Do you know how many times I was just so mad at you?”


But he talked about it—not so much today—about how many times he went through that. Guys, we know that happens for you. We understand there are times where you may feel that whatever your expectations of Warrior Class were that we may be a little bit asleep in your boat, or a lot! Or unconscious! Or, “Are you sure they didn’t die here?!” 


And, you know, sometimes we just missed it. Probably missed it. Should have gotten it. Didn’t. And that’s where the Holy Spirit said, “Guys, save me. I never had to sort that out with Graham.” 


Did he miss it? 


Did I? 


No. But that will raise up something in you that is so powerful. It will be the making of you. 


So ask all the odd questions. Ask the ones that don’t get it. Ask that your questions are what we have built on. Your questions at least give us the next question to ask. Do we want to answer that overtly? Usually not. Do we want to give creative space of development and training that will begin to raise you up in that? Probably.

See, that’s where we never fix problems, we upgrade people. We could try to change that here, but if we upgrade YOU into being comfortable in those uncomfortable places, because you know the Comforter, well, that’s like the old saying “You can catch a fish,” I don’t know what it is—then you give it to him…but there is something like that! 


Could we just fix whatever it is you’re unhappy about? We could fix it, but you know how that works, too, is what you fix is what other people WERE happy with, and then you know… Leadership 101! Guess how we learned that one?!


Or we could look at those upgrades that will take you to the place where every obstacle is your opportunity and it doesn’t matter why it’s there.


Expectation as a prophetic people gives us eyes to see out there what is coming next. So really my question is, “What are you anticipating? What are you expecting?”


There is a new level to come up. We are at our core a company of prophetic intercessors. It is our distinctive in the Kingdom, and it’s been refined and focused especially in the last couple of years. The ministry with Graham has been our training ground, but Graham is shifting. So who are we now?


Who are we now, and who do we have the potential to become? What are we expecting to be in the Kingdom? What is our mark in the Kingdom? Did you know that the best intercession for Graham is people that fight with him, not push him at the dragon? You know the prophetic word over his life—he is here to slay a religious dragon and wake the sleeping giant. About a year ago in conversation we were saying we believe those things are happening at the same time. You don’t have to slay the religious dragon first and then go wake the sleeping giant. So what if you wake the sleeping giant and he slays the religious dragon?


It has always been our call. 


My first prayer when I came into this was, “God, make me and make us a people that the enemy has to account for us with his budget as a way of how to take pressure off of Graham.” So as you individually go higher with the Lord, it’s actually an act of intercession. 


But the next level that we’re coming up higher into is who are we? What is our corporate persona as prophetic intercessors? Who are we expecting to become? I think that’s our question that is before us—individually and corporately—because we’re prophetic. We deal in the world that is ahead of us. Expectation will give you eyes to see.

I’m not going to do the whole story. Read the Brilliant Perspective blog that is out this week. I talk about finding my husband, who doesn’t have a cell phone, after the fires that were up in our area a few weeks ago. God asked me the question on the drive home, “What are you expecting?”


Okay, it changed the whole conversation completely, and it gave me eyes to see where Randy was because we passed each other. But God already told me we would so I was expecting to see him.


The eyes of expectation are at the heart of prophetic intercessors. What are we expecting? I think some of our questions will be changing as we look to what is the next invitation for us in intercession. What if our questions are built around expectation and anticipation? 


What we discovered and had developed--its amazing—but as Graham has taught us, God is too creative to just leave it one way because then when we get in the new territory the old stuff doesn’t work the way that it did. That doesn’t mean something is wrong, it means something is happening. 


So many times I’ve realized with God if I’m having a lesser conversation with Him, I just feel like I’m getting nothing. Then I just realize with God (and with Graham) why, because the conversation is up here. So what’s that one? I think that is so much of what we get to…so expectation is going to give us eyes to see. And you will see what you’re looking for! So if you’re looking for the negatives, if you’re looking for the problems, then you’re going to find them in yourself. When you get the right lenses there, usually the other ones follow pretty quickly.


When you look with expectation, are you expecting God’s goodness? Is it not an option? 


We talked with someone in just absolutely horrific circumstances and they were talking about where the goodness of God was and I was undone. But their only lens was for goodness so they knew it had to be somewhere. Expectation never stops looking for it. You will not stop looking until you see it.


Huge act of warfare.


One of my questions is I wonder that we’re leaving the territory where we ever really even articulate the negatives anymore at all, we just go where the expectation is---if they give us intel, great. Because they will. I’m just wondering.

So what are you expecting to find? That’s a great question for you to be asking yourselves. What are you expecting to find? 


And then that’s a great question that we can at some point use with Graham when he is going into new places because I think great intercession has made him so much more around—are adventures than events. I think we are exchanging adventures for events. 


What should Graham expect? What should we expect at Brilliant? What are you expecting? Talk to us about what God is expecting and what we can expect along with Him.


I think prophetic intercessors, one of the things they do is they expect the best. The world says expect the best but prepare for the worst. I don’t think that is the Kingdom at all. I think the Kingdom is you expect the best and you prepare for the best. 


We have to prepare for the coming capacity that it will take for the best or otherwise it will overwhelm you. It will seem too much and our nature will be to want to reduce it to manageable proportions. You say we can handle this, but what was Jimetta talking about, that thing like you can prepare to carry what God is going to bring in your skirt—you always have your skirts on—or a wheelbarrow, or what if you have a whole 18-wheeler? What is the size of your expectation? But we have to learn how to prepare for God’s best, which is always going to be out in front of us. So expect the best and prepare for the best. 


That’s what makes us prophetic. We prepare to see it. We steward it and expand it. Without the prophetic eyes of expectation as intercessors, then what happens is we discover the precious and we steward it by holding onto it. We just want to do it so well. This was so my mindset because integrity is huge with me. So I just wanted to do it so well, but actually stewardship is releasing. It’s receiving freely and giving freely.


One of my questions is always how free is your receiving? Freely you have received, freely give. But see, if you’re not free in your receiving because you still think that you have to qualify for it or there is performance for it or all those kinds of things, then you won’t have as much to give because you haven’t received freely. I know that’s not the actual meaning of that, but it’s a different lens on it.

So I think it’s just a season where we’re expecting more and we’re going to prepare for more, and it’s a time where I think prophetic intercessors think and breathe promises. We’ve had some great promises, but what are our promises now? And what are we expecting because of our promises? 


I almost felt—and I only speak for myself—I speak and wonder—it’s almost as if the Holy Spirit is taking His hand and just sweeping—He is gentle and loving, but almost just sweeping the slate clean because everything that has come before has gotten us to this place, but what if we are not building on that but there was this whole adventure that we can take who we become from this, but we’re going to see a totally different thing through new lenses? What could we expect here? And what are the new promises that are coming? What if the previous promises have simply become part of the fabric of who we are?


And I know some of you are newer to all this, but see, you’re part of the whole corporate thing, too. So whether you have been here from the beginning or you’re just coming in, we’ve always seen the acceleration on the new guys. We expect you to outrun us. That’s my expectation! You’d better! We paid a heavy price to move this—it was worth it, totally!


So how are we going to prepare for God’s best at this next level? Key question. Are you asking it about you? And let’s pack—you know, when you repack your luggage, you have more space? What if we repack the good from this first time and leave space for the new? 

One of the other things I think that Graham and I talked about in our conversations was both he and I are going to be present in a very different way now. There was a time for us to be present here in Warrior Class, and we’re still here. But we’re here differently, and we’re moving. We’re all moving. Which opens up a space to repack your luggage for now who are you going to become in that reinvented relationship? 


And I think here is a great piece, and this will be the one that I wrap with, who do you expect to become? What is your expectation of who you individually and corporately want to become now that you’ve never seen before? Really in that realm of what you’ve never seen before because here are the key pieces of one of the shifts that I think is so profound and wonderful—Graham has always said, and I love when he says a part of it—this is your life. This is no dress rehearsal. But one of the things whenever there is a shift, there is an opportunity to rise higher in responsibility. Some of the things that Graham and I could once see together, we’re not here to see anymore. That’s not our job. It’s your job. It’s your job, guys. 


Part of this shift and part of this transition is you’re on. This is no more dress rehearsal. It never really was.  

You guys are on. This is what we trained for from the beginning. And don’t you go be putting it all on your leaders! They’re all too brilliant to take it on themselves anyway. I hope you feel the weight of that statement because actually we’ve been worked around with that. 


You’re on. What are you going to create, guys? What are you going to expect? 


Graham thinks almost solely right now in terms of legacy. What’s the legacy going to be? He’s writing for legacy. He’s writing for things he will never publish while he is alive. 


We all love him because how could we not?


I think the greatest gift the Warrior Class can become is a legacy with Graham. He wants more time, but he doesn’t. He wants a firey chariot! None of us are going to allow it.


But what if? 


We’ve lost some really dear friends in the last couple of years, wonderful men of God, and it breaks my heart when I see a work come to a conclusion because I know their hearts, and their hearts were never to make it all about them. 
You guys have been the forerunners and the intercessors. You still are. All of a sudden we’re doing it with Brilliant, learning with Brilliant TV. We laughed. I think, “Oh, you guys want to know how it all works together,” but in Graham’s own words, “I don’t know!” I know it can work brilliantly.

But I do know for certain, you guys are the forerunners. We have been out there out front learning and doing one of the greatest acts of intercession that I believe the Warrior Class will ever do, is for us to discover a persona that is so much bigger than Graham or Graham and Al. 


I think that is the greatest of all opportunities that is opening up like a wide open space. All of us individually and kind of corporately, how do you get born? I won’t get gross, guys, promise! But you have to go through that small crawl space, pretty messy, but you come out into a wide open land. 


Who do you expect to become? 

Graham’s given us the greatest gift, I think, by going largely off the road because we have to reinvent ourselves. So who are we going to be in prophetic intercession and what are we going to bring to the Kingdom in redefining prophetic intercession on this planet? How are you expecting to do that? How do you anticipate doing that? 


And then, make it simple and just look and see is He smiling?


So why don’t you all stand up. I’m going to pray quickly or else you’re going to start eating me!


Assume the position.


So, Papa, here we are. Here we are! You authored this deal. You’re going to be the one who finishes it. And right now we just want to say we are a people who live for Your smile. We know it’s readily available.


One of the things that I see is that He is always smiling! Just how is He smiling? Because we live under His favor. He is never frowning at us. So don’t think if He is not smiling He is frowning. No, sometimes He is smiling with a wink like, “I know something you don’t know!” Sometimes He is smiling like, “Come on, you are better than that!”


So how is He smiling? There’s a new question!


We live under His smile. How is He smiling? And what do we anticipate.


So, Papa, we love where we’ve been. We love this journey. It’s been wonderful! But, Holy Spirit, we anticipate a rise of You in us who expect something that we haven’t seen, to expect something that is not manageable, that we don’t necessarily always understand. And we allow You to be the one who repacks our luggage! Let’s let You repack it. You decide what stays and what goes. And, Lord, we understand that one of the things—it’s not always just dirty laundry that we don’t take with us. Sometimes we can leave behind the souvenirs of the past that were great and wonderful, and we can love them and rejoice over them but they aren’t going to be what we need here.


So what do we put back into His hands? Because your inheritance always goes back into His hands. 


One of the things I did in this process was I began to pray and it’s like the different parts of my anointing, Okay, who would that go to? You know, Wizard of Oz kind of at the end. And Jesus was so beautiful. He smiled at me! And I knew I wasn’t getting it. 


And He said, “Oh, sweetheart, why don’t you put that all back into My hands?” because your inheritance is always safe in His hands. And He will ask you to trust Him with it.


I want to say you are free to become everything that God expects you to become, individually and corporately. You’re free. 


On behalf of both Graham and I, we trust you. We trust you to love the learning. We trust you to live only for His smile. We trust you to reflect His true nature, not just on calls or posts or here, all the time. We trust you to be His beautiful ambassadors and to be glorious representatives, not just of us, but of Jesus.


And with trust comes freedom. So you’re free. You never have to do anything because you feel you have honor for us. 


What are you anticipating for God? What are you expecting from Him? God


You have the freedom to give. Guys, if you get into places of restriction and pressure, I leave you with one part of my heart—I’m not leaving! But, man, freely give. Give it all, man! Give it all! Everything you’ve got. Especially in those places of constriction, especially in those places where it gets tight. Give. And that means give your joy when your heart is breaking because you know joy is available and you know that as much as you give, you’re going to get filled right back up with it, and make space for more.


Freedom. Never expect anything less. Be free. And from freedom comes faith. From freedom. 


Guys, faith is just an outcome of your relationship with God. You don’t ever have to try and have faith, it’s just there. And if the faith is not there to take the risks and fail and do all the crazy stuff, that’s okay, it just means that there is a new place to see His smile. Don’t try and press it. Just go back to the smile, back to His smile, okay, here we are. Oh, yeah, we can do this!


The first thing that God told Joshua to do after He said that He would be with him as He was with Moses—I love when Graham did that part—was He gave him an impossible battle plan because Joshua now had to live on his own faith, not Moses’. 


That’s a lot of what this transition is about, guys. As God was with us, He is with you. Don’t be surprised when He gives you the illogical battle plan.

Most of you heard me teach this, but what I think was happening at Jericho, why they couldn’t talk, was because every man there had to decide for himself in that quiet during those seven days whether God was God or not, and whether those walls would fall. And I believe why they shouted was as one man with a voice that those walls going down became real to all of them, not just Joshua, and when that happened, the walls fall. That’s intercession, one form of it.


Faith, guys. Do the stuff that doesn’t make sense because all of you are in the army that is circling Jericho now, guys, and it’s not the leaders who will make the walls fall. It’s all of us together, one heart, one mind, one voice.


So here we are, Papa, and we receive, and we thank You, that as we go into this time of expectation, it is a time for stones of remembrance of how faithful You have been. So Papa, we honor You, to expect exceedingly abundantly beyond all we could ask or ever think because of the power of Christ in us. A new place, a new time, a new day, new wisdom, new mysteries, new secrets.


Lord, as Your company of Kingdom prophetic intercessors who want You to tell Your secrets to, we want to be the ones You entrust with the secrets of Your heart so that the world would see who You really are and that Jesus would have the people He deserves.


In Jesus’ name, amen.
