2019 TWC: ROUND #2
INTEL GATHERING EXPLANATION 
DEFINITIONS:
Mindset – How we think about the world around us. Mindsets can be positive or negative, heaven’s perspective or earth-bound. A mindset can only be replaced with another mindset. Another way to think about mindsets, is how we believe or our beliefs. 
Key Fight – Is the specific negative indicator God wants to displace with His key for victory. It can include the upgrades connected to this Key Territory needed in mindsets or perceptions and points out the opposition to seeing God’s plan fulfilled.
Perception – Is a way of understanding or interpreting something. It involves how one sees (the filter used or lens we look through) thus impacting what we think, how we view or receive something. It infiltrates belief and can move into judgment which can create barriers to connection and activation. In TWC, we are majesty focused which means we want to interpret life from God’s perspective, not our earthly vantage point. It is where God’s Truth is higher than what may currently be true about our lives, our behavior or experiences and the functionality of our relationship with God and others. 

Upgrade – This is the place in development God has His finger on. It is the current missing piece in us becoming more Christ-like. Developing the same mindsets and approach to life that Jesus had. It involves intentionally partnering with God as He sees who we are and who we are becoming to develop the relationship and character of that person today. You see every situation as a contribution to your development or opportunity to practice your destiny. 
UNDERSTANDING THE QUESTIONS: 
1. What is the specific Warrior mindset, perception and understanding needed for this season?  What is God doing to bring this about?

Warriors are majesty focused. As a result, Warriors are not looking for rescue but to respond out of God’s nature and their identity. Opportunities are embedded within life for learning and development. His thoughts and ways are higher than ours. Warriors look to partner with God in discovering a way of thinking and/or seeing that is better aligned with heaven. The ways/possibilities God wants to bring this about can be endless. 
2. Given the breakthrough you identified in the question above, what do you feel is the key fight or place of overcoming?

This question identifies the main thing God wants victory for within the Key Territory. It is typically a negative indicator currently active in one’s life. It brings ‘instead’ into practice.
3. Which fruit of the spirit is a critical weapon for this fight?  Why? How is it going to be used or applied? 

Using the fruits listed in Galatians 5:22-23, pick the main one needed for this fight. Explain what is it about the fruit you picked that brings breakthrough. Explain how it will be released, utilized and applied by the prayer recipient(s). 
4. What are the components (upgrades) required to sustain this transformation?  You can include up to 3. Write a one sentence decree, a lightning strike statement for each component and underline each upgrade.  

We are looking to integrate the ‘missing piece’ into everyday life through a concise statement. It may also include a fruit and/or the results of living out this truth. 

Some examples include: 
· Instead of wanting new but thinking old, we release the courage to continually seek the renewing of thoughts, actions and perspectives.

· We release a new expression of trust, identified through an increase in hope.

· We declare a mindset of grace, revealed through greater patience in all relationships. 
· With the keys of divine process we release the joy of relational transformation.
5. With these transformational upgrades, describe how these shifts enrich and change the relationship with God and others.

(Include what changes and/or strengths it will bring out along with any dreams/visions if applicable.)
As a result of the new belief and/or understanding of the truth implemented in life, it cannot help but impact the way we see, think and relate to God and others.  

Example: Embracing the courage to upgrade causes us to be more bold and adventurous in taking risks. We perceive God as one who gives permission granted to go and explore without the apprehension and/or passivity in stepping out with our promises.  We find ourselves encouraging others to get out of their comfort zone with the full backing of a loving God who is faithfully dedicated to them.

This may be conveyed in a dream/vision. If so, include anything you “see,” sense, or feel and describe your information in a short paragraph. 
6. What is the Key Territory for this Prayer Focus?  Why did you choose this Key Territory?
Looking at all the information you have already written, determine the Key Territory of focus for this prayer recipient(s).  Often you may have a couple that seem to fit, continue to look through your information to recognize which one is the main focus. 

Explain in a short paragraph, what highlighted this particular Key Territory for you to establish at this time.  (Refer to Training Journal #15 & #16 to help you determine it.)

7. If there is any additional understanding that has come to light, please explain as concisely as possible.
This is where you put anything you received that does not fit in any of the other questions. It can incorporate any dots associated with this Prayer Focus. It can also be any other piece of insight and in any format you choose to flow in.
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:
1.  What if I have trouble opening the file?  First, try to contact an Intel Coach to get a different file format. If you are still unable to open a working file, please retype your questions along with your answers directly in the email.
2. Do I always need to use the questions?  Yes, please try. We sort large volumes of Intel by grouping the answers to each question to look for the main thread God is identifying and associated items. If you are not sure where to place something you want to share, put it in question #7. 

3.  What if what I am receiving does not “fit” in a question? Send us what you have in question #7.  

4. What if I don't have something for every question?  No problem. Send us what you have and leave the others blank.  

5. What if I'm not getting anything?  It is the process that makes us rich. Enjoy the process of worship, stillness and listening. We are praying because we like being with God, not just for an answer. Prophetic impressions, wisdom or understandings may occur at another time because of the time you joyfully spent with Him. If you arrive at the due date without anything, let an Intel Coach know you have been actively involved. They are wonderfully encouraging! There is no shame and no blame. Everyone can contribute by praying as one voice the Crafted Prayer for the Prayer Focus.
