
2019 TWC: ROUND #1
INTEL GATHERING EXPLANATION 
DEFINITIONS:
Mindset – How we think about the world around us. Mindsets can be positive or negative, heaven’s perspective or earth-bound. A mindset can only be replaced with another mindset. Another way to think about mindsets, is how we believe or our beliefs. 
Perception – Is a way of understanding or interpreting something. It involves how one sees (the filter used or lens we look through) thus impacting what we think, how we view or receive something. It infiltrates belief and can move into judgment which can create barriers to connection and activation. In TWC, we are majesty focused which means we want to interpret life from God’s perspective, not our earthly vantage point. It is where God’s Truth is higher than what may currently be true about our lives, our behavior or experiences and the functionality of our relationship with God and others. 

Promises - God’s promises are His love language to us. His promises to us, both personally and in scriptures, are one of our chief weapons in overcoming. They are what draw us into the fullness God has for us. Sometimes those promises include prophetic words and inheritance.
Provision - Provision is what God offers to us in preparation, resources and connection to move forward. Sometimes it is out ahead of us in the future. It can be hidden next to adversity, human opposition or enemy activity. It often incorporates having needs met with living from God’s inheritance for us. 
UNDERSTANDING THE QUESTIONS: 
1. What current and future promises is God passionate to activate today?  What will these promises do and/or provide?

This question identifies what God desires to do for this Intel focus and becomes a key way to partner with heaven. Share what is on His heart that He longs to release, do, take them into, reveal, give, etc. The list of possibilities is endless for both current and future.

It takes the idea of His promises and includes the provision He is releasing for it to happen. How will God fulfill that promise? What is He providing so that promise comes into being?

2. What is the Lord releasing through us for this recipient?

As we train in our community, it provides the Lord with opportunities to sow into us. With each release that is established within us (Evidence of Transformation), we in turn release things He deposited to others. In sowing with your voice into this Prayer Focus, what is on God’s heart that He deposited into you that He wants to release to the recipient? 
3. What are the present mindsets or perceptions and why are they there?

These provide a place for us to really identify “what’s happening” for a Prayer Focus recipient(s).  These can be (positive or negative) that are present in their life. This may also include obstacles, challenges, or freedoms of the people involved.

Sometimes we will identify negative mindsets and specific battlegrounds.  This is OK…it is where we will get an opportunity to identify and pray the ‘instead’.  If it is positive, it helps you explore the things this recipient does well.  

4. What missing piece is God releasing to create breakthrough and how does He plan to do this?
The gap between actual and potential is always development. When we see a gap between who we are and who we are becoming, God sees it as what’s missing, not what’s wrong and He has every intention of providing what we need. Development is available in every circumstance we encounter. We are looking for the developmental keys to breakthrough and readying the prayer arrows that will hit the target squarely in the bullseye releasing His plans in heaven here on earth. 
5. What is one key Bible verse that applies to this event? (Write the scripture and verse number out.)

You are looking for a scripture you feel best captures what God is doing for this Prayer Focus. Although it is tempting to include a whole chapter or multiple verses, try to narrow your response to 1-2 specific verses.

6. Dreams and/or Visions (Describe and include a brief interpretation.)

Include anything you “see,” sense, or feel regarding this event. Once you describe your information in a short paragraph put your thoughts regarding the interpretation in a few sentences.
7. Additional creative understanding: (Ex: words to a song, movie scene, poem, sound, picture)
Include anything creatively understood as you prayed about this event. If it is a song, include only the words that resonate the strongest. If it is a movie scene, name the movie & scene and keep the explanation as concise as possible. If it is a poem, only include the stanzas that pull out the main point. If it is a sound, describe to the best of your ability. If it is a picture, please attach a copy and explain why you chose it.
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:
1. Do I always need to use the questions?  Yes. We sort large volumes of Intel by grouping the answers to each question to look for the main thread God is identifying and associated items. If you are not sure where to place something you want to share, put it in the dreams/vision section. 

2. What if I don't have something for every question?  No problem. Send us what you have and leave the others blank.  

3. Where do I send my intel?   twc.intel@gmail.com using a Microsoft word document or retype your questions with your answers directly in the email. In the subject of the email, put the Round number - prayer focus code. 
4. What if I'm not getting anything?  It is the process that makes us rich. Enjoy the process of worship, stillness and listening. We are praying because we like being with God, not just for an answer. Prophetic impressions, wisdom or understandings may occur at another time because of the time you joyfully spent with Him. If you arrive at the due date without anything, let an Intel Coach know you have been actively involved. They are wonderfully encouraging! There is no shame and no blame. Everyone can contribute by praying as one voice the Crafted Prayer for the Prayer Focus.
5. What if I have trouble opening the file?  First, try to contact an Intel Coach to get a different file format. If you are still unable to open a working file, please retype your questions along with your answers directly in the email.
